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PURPOSE
The purpose of this procedure is to establish responsibility for and procedures relating to the annual safety and sanitation inspection of College facilities.

PROCEDURE
The College fire and safety inspector, under the direction of the chief of safety and security, shall conduct all safety and sanitation inspections in accordance with Rules of the State Board.

Copies of all reports will be forwarded to the State Department of Education under a cover letter signed by the College President as prepared by the director of facilities management.  In addition the director of facilities management will prepare a copy of the report to go to the District Board of Trustees for information.

Copies of the sections of the reports applicable to the various facilities will be provided to the campus president of each campus.  The director of facilities management working with the various campus presidents will cause corrective action to be performed to eliminate any deficiencies noted in the inspection.

Note:  The correction of safety and/or sanitation deficiencies shall take top (highest) priority by campus maintenance district maintenance and/or facilities planning as appropriate.
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
