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The following admissions policies are those of Florida State College at Jacksonville and its various educational divisions and programs. Changes to specific criteria will be made in accordance to Florida Statutes and funding considerations.

I.    Requirements for admission to the Degree Education Division of Florida State College at Jacksonville shall be approved by the District Board of Trustees and shall be reflected in the online College Catalog. 

A. General lower division admissions eligibility criteria.

1.
The individual must have earned a standard or college-ready high school diploma or the equivalency of a standard high school diploma. 

2.
The individual must be a U.S. citizen or in a lawful immigration status.

3.
Applicants under the age of 18 with a significant disciplinary or criminal record may be excluded from admission at the discretion of College administration. 

B.
Selective Admissions: Some associate degree and technical certificate programs have additional admissions requirements as established by the College administration. Admission requirements for all selective admission programs will be published on the program curriculum pages of the College’s catalog. 

C.
Provisional Lower Division Admission: Individuals who have not graduated from high school may be provisionally admitted to the lower division in any of the following cases.

1.
Dual Enrollment: Individuals enrolled at a public or private high school or home school may be provisionally admitted if they meet the dual enrollment requirements in accordance with state statute and rules.

2.
Limited Special Admission: Individuals enrolled at a public or private high school or home school may be provisionally admitted with parent or guardian consent. Students enrolling under this provision must be qualified for college level coursework by assessment and are responsible for all tuition and fees.

3.
Collaborative Academic Programs: Non-high school graduates may be admitted provisionally for participation in collaborative academic programs at the discretion of the College administration. 

4.
Pending high school transcripts or equivalency verification: Students who experience delays in receiving high school transcripts or verification of equivalency completion may enroll for one academic term. Students in this category must complete placement assessments and advising prior to registration and are limited to a maximum of twelve (12) college credits. 

5.
Statutorily Required: Individuals who are eligible for admission under Florida Statute will be admitted. 

D.
Bright Futures Florida Academic Scholars: Lower division students who qualify for the Florida Department of Education Bright Futures Florida Academic Scholars award may be guaranteed admission to a baccalaureate degree program.

1.
The student must meet all entry requirements for the specified baccalaureate degree while completing the relevant associate degree. 

2.
Bright Futures Florida Academic Scholars who have not completed the associate’s degree or other baccalaureate admissions requirements may participate in upper division courses with the approval of the appropriate dean or dean’s designee. 

3.
Upon completion of the relevant associate’s degree, Bright Futures Academic Scholars will be admitted to the upper division program of study with no additional application process. 

E.
General upper division admissions eligibility criteria.

1.
The individual must have earned an associate in science degree, associate in arts degree, or higher degree from a regionally accredited college or university with a minimum cumulative grade-point-average of 2.0 or above. 

2.
The individual must have met all requirements for college preparatory work. 

3.
The individual must be a U.S. citizen or in a lawful immigration status.

F.
Selective Admissions: All upper division programs have additional admissions requirements as established by the College administration. 

1.
Additional requirements may include a higher grade-point-average requirement. 

2.
Admission requirements for all upper division programs will be published on the program curriculum pages of the College’s catalog. 

3.
In compliance with state law, graduates from a public Florida state college or community college receive priority for admission to upper division programs. 

G.
Conditional Upper Division Admission: Students who do not meet all requirements for an upper division baccalaureate program may be conditionally admitted to the baccalaureate program with approval of the appropriate dean or dean’s designee. 

1.
When conditionally admitted, students will be informed of the specific conditions required for full admission. 

2.
The student must meet conditions for full admission within one year from the date of conditional admission.

3.
Students who are admitted conditionally are restricted to a maximum of 15 credits of upper division course work.

4.
Upper division course selections for conditionally admitted students are at the discretion of the appropriate dean or the dean’s designee. 

5.
The student must inform the appropriate dean when the conditions for full admission have been met.

6.
When the student has satisfied the conditions of admission, the student will be granted full admission. 

7.
Students participating in college preparatory (remedial) course work are ineligible for conditional admission.

H.
Non Degree Seeking Students: Non-degree seeking students may be admitted to enroll in courses for which the student meets all course pre-requisites on a space available basis. Enrollment in upper division courses requires the approval of the appropriate dean or dean’s designee. 

II.
Requirements for admission to Florida Coast Career Tech the Career Education Division of Florida State College at Jacksonville shall be approved by the District Board of Trustees and shall be reflected in the Florida Coast Career Tech online catalog. 

A. General admissions eligibility criteria for Florida Coast Career Tech are as follows:

1.
The individual must be at least 18 years old. 

2.
The individual must be a U.S. citizen or in a lawful immigration status.

3.
The individual must demonstrate reading proficiency at the 6th grade level or higher.

B. Individuals under the age of 18 who have earned a high school completion credential may be admitted to Florida Coast Career Tech if they meet the following criteria:

1.
The individual must be a U.S. citizen or in a lawful immigration status.

2.
The individual must demonstrate reading proficiency at the 6th grade level or higher.

C. Individuals under the age of 18 who have not earned a high school completion credential may be admitted to Florida Coast Career Tech if they meet the following criteria:

1.
The individual demonstrates reading proficiency at the 6th grade level or higher.

2.
The individual provides written consent for admission from the individual’s parent or legal guardian.

3.
The individual obtains written confirmation from all high schools attended that the individual has not been found guilty of any of the following offenses:

D.
Individuals currently attending a public or private high school or home school also may be admitted as dual enrollment students if they meet the dual enrollment requirements in accordance with inter-institutional agreements.

E.
Selective Admissions Programs: Some Florida Coast Career Tech programs have additional admissions requirements as established by the College administration. These requirements are published in the Florida Coast Career Tech online catalog.

III. Requirements for admission to Community Education Division shall be approved by the District Board of  Trustees and shall be reflected on the Community Education Division web site. Admissions criteria are different for each of the programs contained within the division. 

A.
General admissions eligibility criteria for The GED Academy are as follows:

1.
The individual must be 18 years of age or older.

2.
The individual must be a U.S. citizen or in a lawful immigration status.

B.
Applicants under the age of 18 may be admitted to The GED Academy if the applicant meets the following criteria:

1.
The individual is a U.S. citizen or in a lawful immigration status.

2.
The individual produces written consent for admission from the individual’s parent or legal guardian.

3.
The individual obtains written confirmation from all high schools attended that the individual has not been found guilty of any of the following offenses.

C.
Admissions criteria for the Pathways Charter School, operated by Florida State College at Jacksonville, shall be maintained in the administrative procedure manual of the Pathways Charter School Board. 

D.
Admissions criteria for the Pathways Academy non-charter school option are as follows: 

1.
The individual must be 18 years old or older. 

2.
The individual must be a legal resident of the United States or in a lawful immigration status.

3.
The individual must require fewer than 7 credits to earn a standard high school diploma in the state of Florida.

4.
The individual must have a current high school grade point average of 1.7 or higher on a 4-point scale. 

5.
The individual must demonstrate scores of 9.0 in reading, 6.0 in mathematics, and 6.0 in language on the Test of Adult Base Education (TABE).

6.
The individual must be seeking and have not already completed any high school completion credential. 

E.
Admissions criteria for other Community Education programs are as follows:

1.
The individual must be 18 years of age or older.

2.
The individual must be a U.S. citizen or in a lawful immigration status. 

3.
Minors may be allowed to participate at the discretion of College administration. 

4.
At the discretion of College administration, participation by minors may require written confirmation that the individual has not been found guilty of any of the following offenses.

IV.
Participation requirements for the Military, Public Safety and Security division are as follows:

A.
The individual must be 18 years of age or older.

B.
The individual must be a U.S. citizen or in a lawful immigration status.

C.
If the student is participating in a program operated under a different division of the college, the student must meet all admissions criteria specified for that division. 

D. Minors may be allowed to participate at the discretion of College administration. At the discretion of College administration, participation by minors may require written confirmation that the individual has not been found guilty of any of the following offenses.
