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(1)
The College President will develop, or cause to be developed, for Board approval, the fee structure or formula to be applied in assessing charges for goods, programs and services delivered or provided by the College. 

(2)
All fees associated with course offerings or programs shall be presented to the Board for approval as part of the course or program approval process. 

  (2.1)
The fees associated with course offerings or programs shall be included in the published Class Schedule and the College Curriculum and Instruction Manual. 

(3)
Board approved fees or charges relating to testing, library fines, returned checks, traffic violations, membership fees, and other student fees shall be included in the College catalog. 

(4)
Board approved fees or charges relating to services including, but not limited to, cosmetology, dental programs, food services, facility rental, computer services and childcare shall be included in College administrative procedures. 

(5) The College may impose collection fees upon persons whose accounts are in collection.  The total amount of the collection fee shall not exceed the total cost to the College.

(6)
The presentation of fees and charges as provided herein implies the obligation of the individual for timely payment of same and authorizes the College President or his designee to take such actions as necessary to ensure this timely payment. 

(6.1) Any action taken relative to the collection of fees shall be in accordance with the provisions of Florida Statutes, State Board of Education Rules and local 


Board rules. 

(7)
The College President or Vice President of Administrative Services may execute contracts with community or governmental agencies for scheduled payment of fees and/or charges. 

(8)
The College President or Vice President of Administrative Services may authorize the formal agreement for payment of any amount due the College, in a manner in keeping with sound business practices and in the best interest of the College. 

(9)       The Board may establish fees in addition to tuition fees for courses and other instructional and non-instructional services that incur unusual costs.  Such fees shall not exceed the estimated unusual costs, and shall only be charged to students in the courses or receiving the other services. Unusual costs shall include additional instructional resources, specialized software or hardware, additional materials, additional hours of lab usage, tutoring or clinical support, which are in excess of base costs.  Background information, rationale, and the cost basis for the fee, the annual fiscal impact and course information shall be provided to the Board to support the additional charge.  The review of such costs shall be every three years.  Costs which are in excess of base instructional costs and the enrollment in the courses shall be tracked in order to assist in the review process.

(10)
The College President shall establish, or cause to be established, procedures and forms to implement the provisions of this rule. 

(11)
The College President will develop or cause to be developed procedures for the collection of and accounting for the expenditure of adult education block tuition funds to ensure that all funds received shall be used only for adult education programs.
